PLAYER SELECTION

Players that have been awarded a posifion on a Quad City A’s team will be nofified by the Coach/Manager no later than 7 days following
your tryout. Teams will be posted on the Quad City A's website no later than August 317,

PLavER FEES

Player fiees for 7U Coach Fitch is $135.00 which includes two jersey tops and a hat and is dus within 10 days of being notfified of
acceptance to the feam. Flayer fees for those playing on the 8U t2am is $3460.00 which includes two jersey tops and a hat. Flayer feas for
those playing on the U tearn is $385.00 which includes two jersey tops and a hat. For ?U playsrs, 31480 is dus within 10 days of being
nodified of acceptance to the team. The remaining balance is due by November 17, Player fess are tentative and subbject to change. If
your daughter chooses fo leave the Quad City Lady A’s organization. or is dismissed from the feam due to rule viclations or disciplinary
reasons, these fees are non-refundable.

In the past, we have had some players frvout for the Quad City Lady A's that decided not 1o play for the team they wers selected for. This
cous=s many issues for the Quad City A's as well os other ployers and parents that are committed fo the Crgonizafion. Therefore the 5140
payment due within 10 days of being occepted to a feam is also considered a non-refundable commitment fee. However, this $140 will go
toward the fotal due for the player.

PLAYING TIME

Playing timme is the most cormmon source of dissafisfaction, disagreement, and problems for any tearm. It must be cleary undersiood that
players are not guaranteed equal playing fime. Playing fime will be at the sole discretion of the Coach/Manager. I is crifical that each
player understands that he has an imporiant role to play. even when playing fime is not equal.

MANDATORY PARENT VOLUNTEER SERVICE

hours of voluntesr service to the fournament weskend that their son's team is scheduled fo play. you cannot commit fo your reguired
four hours a $100.00 mandatory fee will be due before the fournament weekend. In oddifion, ALL players are responsible for securing one
table of & people for frivia night. If you choose not to have a table, a $150.00 buyout fee is due by trivia night. These organizational
fundraisers can be substituted with similar events and the obligations will be of equal fime and value.
